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WESTON'S allotment waiting list has been cut by more than a third after a new set of pitches opened this week.

The first lucky people at the Bournville estate site joined the grow-your-own revolution on Monday.

People were forking and hoeing at the 70-plot field off Coleridge Road to prepare it for planting.

But the every space has already been taken by people who were on the waiting list ahead of the unveiling.

Weston Town Council allotments sub-committee chairman Clive Darke said: "It makes you realise how many people want to grow vegetables.

"The length of time it has taken to complete is very fast for the council."

The restoration work took four months, cost less than £5,000 and will shrink the waiting list from about 200 to 130.

The For All Healthy Living Centre is also taking a part of the site, while nearby Windwhistle Primary School will have a plot for children to learn about growing food.
